Today we serve over 1500 youth and their families from Central Indiana, regardless of ability to pay. Our services include providing Teen Court programs, counseling intervention for at-risk youth who are facing expulsion, and programs designed to address other serious behavioral issues occurring in our community. Our mission is to empower Central Indiana youth and their families through prevention, intervention, counseling and youth development initiatives. Our vision is that every child will have the opportunities they need to be healthy, safe and productive. 

Meet Arthur
When Arthur was arrested for stealing his neighbor’s bicycle, his family was concerned for a number of reasons. He was disobedient at home and in school, had poor communication with his family, failing school grades, a bad attitude and the friends he spent time with were a negative influence.  All of this resulted in Arthur being suspended from school several times.

After being arrested, Arthur was offered a second chance through Teen Court.  At Teen Court, Arthur had to face a jury of his peers to answer the difficult questions both about the events of his arrest and his behavior at home and in school.  He was assigned consequences including writing a research paper, restitution, attending the peer pressure workshop and serving on the Teen Court jury.

With the support of his family, Arthur exceeded his requirements.  Arthur became a leader at Teen Court, serving as the bailiff on court nights, as well as jury foreperson.  His mother reports perfect attendance and improved grades at school.  His attitude has improved, and he spends time with positive friends, and adds:

“Teen Court is committed to assisting youth and families by promoting accountability and responsibility through constructive consequences.”

Your contributions at work:
